40 to 50 feet In the nir, and travel-
ling at o pgreat speed. At one time
he attained an pltitede of over
12,000 fest,

The meroplane wue clogely inspect
ed by the large crowd, many . belng
purticularly struck with the engine,
It was of the Gnome type, n eeven
eylinder, and its appearsn?e proved
that in man's new clement there {m
at least [reedom from the grime of
enrth.
