THROUCH THE AIR FROM MEL-
BOURNE TO SYDNEY.

M. Guillaux, the French aviator, who on

Thursday moming of last week left Mel-

bourne carrving the first Australian nevial

mail. arrived in Svdney shortly before 3

o’clock nn Raturday afternoon.  Despite

the favt that torrential ram was falling at

the time. the intrenid airman went throngh

some thrilling cvolutions over the  sports

wround, where o lavee crowd had assemblod

to witness the Hest Boeby Trion tos: mateh

between New Zouland and Australin, and
afterwards descendad on to the malitary
area  opposite.  Gillanx left  Harden,
where ha had been held up by rain, at 7.30
v Baturday morning., and reached Gonl-
birn at a quarter past 8. He was obvi-
oushv very mneh affoeted by the eold. and
on landing relished g drink of tea from n
thermal flask whieh ha was  ecarrving.
About an honr and three-quarters later he
left for Moass Vale, bat. instead of alight-
g as arranged. he passed over the town.
A large crowd had eathered at the golf
Yinks, where large fires were burning as a
s<igmal., and keen disappointment was ex-
nrpssedd when tha Frenchman did not land.
The trip from Goenlhirm  oeenpied  abont
farty minites, Cuilleanx’s first stopping
place after leaving Gonlburn was Liver-
ponl, where he male a lengthy stav so as
Aot to arrive in Sydney hefore the appnint-
el time.  Guillaux was first sighted by the
crowrl on the sports gromnd at about 20
minuias to 3. He was then at a  great
altitnde tn the south-west, and now and
again was completoly lost to view, He
wis apparently endeavourine to locate the
Ianding place, and. aventually, on esprine
the smoke arisine from a fire which hodd
bren lichted on the military area. he made |
a hee-line for the sports gronnd, and flew
stroight over it, io the aceompaniment of |
enthusiastic cheers from  the ﬂus:r-mhlr-t”
crowd. The ovation was renewsd as he
vireled the ground. and performed a seres |
nf evaluiions, When he Linded on the
military area. abont ten  minntes  later.
Guillanx, who wore n cheerful lonk, and
H'|:'!'|"|l*ﬂl‘nﬁ T hrr nnrn '{I],r- Wil s rnl‘ lhﬂ-'
groat ardeal of cold  and  rain through
whielih e had naseed. was bodieeed by an
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which he had passed, was bosieged hy on
excited erowd and frantically cheered. He
was afterwards “‘shouldered® to the sports
cround,  where he reeceived a  further
ovation, to the acéompaniment of “He's a
dolly Good Fellow." plaved hy the hand.
Ha was aftarwards presented to the Gover-
nor-General. and the State Governor, and
handed to the former o lotter which was
intended for the latter.  The missive was
from tha Governor of Victoria, and  Sir
Ronald Munro Fercusaon did not diseover
tho aviator’s mistake until he had torn the
envelope open.  Laiter om the health  of
Guillanx was toasted by the Governore-
General, who conerptnlaterd  the  TFrench-
man upon what he deserihed as “*his gal-
Iant flight."" Guillanx"s acinal flying time
for the 580 add miles’ from Meolhourne to
Sydney was jnst under six liours. He
averaged 97 miles an lionre thronghont, and
at times: with the wind at his hack, at-
tained a speed of 1200 males an hour, (On
leaving the grouand Gaillaux motored to
the Hotel Australin, where Mr. Tehbheus
Hordern presontod him with o handsome
platimum watel aned platimaom guard snit-
ahly inseribed. as o mark of appriciation
for instruetion eiven him om the  art of
aviation by the Frenchman,  Mre, Hovdorn,
it might be mentioned, has made several
flichts on his own diuringe the week. and
on one occiasion ascemded oo heaeht of
RBO0ft,
