The machines are the first of 336
Fairey Battles and 591 Avro Ansons
being supplied to Australia from
Britain. - )

Mr Fairbairn said that the Fairey
Battles were high performance air-
craft capable of carrying 10001b. weight
of bombs. They had a considerable
range. Although they were not pri-
marily designed for service use ‘in
Australia, their presence here and their
ready mdaptability would greatly in-
crease the potential striking power of
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the Royal Australian Air Force against

possible air attack.
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
